ADA Issues

· Exterior and interior railing work is in progress and scheduled to be complete by July 5th
· ADA bathrooms – there was extensive discussion about the elimination of the urinals in the bathroom plan, as it would reduce the number within the building and Bill Sanborn was concerned that the new number would not be in compliance with code. (Please note that subsequent to the meeting Bill ascertained from the Plumbing Inspector that this was not an issue).

· Jim needs information as to the requirements and purpose for the elevator hall lanterns – J.J. will follow up with Doug Manley.
· The current drinking fountain at the auditorium level is not vented and would be difficult to vent at its current location. J.J. will follow up with Doug to ascertain if the drinking fountain can be located in another part of the building that would be easier to vent. Maggie asked if a spring water fountain could be an alternative. J.J. will ask Doug.

· Jim Hafey has a proposal to have 8 locations retrofitted with automatic door openers. Jim to e-mail Doug re the proposal to assess the discrepancy.
· Re the stage lift, Jim Hafey cautions that the electrical capacity of the building is close to being utilized at this time.
· Jim will ask  his ADA advisor to attend the next meeting.

· Storage and availability of listening devices – the BC recommends that a storage place be located that is accessible to all meetings held in the auditorium and that signage regarding the availability is clearly posted. Maggie will follow up with Linda Lowe. 
· Additional ADA compliant signage may be required as per Steve Dexter’s and Maggie’s walk through.
