J.J. has contacted the YMCA Clean City personnel who will be watering the garden on a daily (except Sunday) basis.
ADA Issues

· ADA bathrooms – The design of the ground floor bathrooms is in compliance with ADA regulations and the removal of the urinals is acceptable to the plumbing inspector. Bill Sanborn has noted that as of June 18th the project is not yet complete.
· Doug will send the code requirement for the elevator hall lanterns. (note – this was done on Monday 6/24)
· The current drinking fountain at the auditorium level is not vented and would be difficult to vent at its current location. Doug and Plumbing Inspector agree that the current location of the drinking fountain is OK.
· The proposed locations for the automatic door openers are:
· One for women’s toilet on ground floor

· One of men’s toilet on ground floor

· One for Council Chamber in rotunda area

· One for Legal Department

· Ground floor employee’s break room & meeting room
· Doug has sent a copy of the wheelchair lift electrical requirement and Bill will be checking with the Electrical Inspector to evaluate the impact of the wheelchair lift on the electrical capacity of the building. 
· Storage and availability of listening devices – according to Linda Lowe the listening devices are stored under the City Council desk. Maggie to send Jim Hafey the information for a sign and he will follow up with the city’s sign maker.
· Auditorium Capacity Sign – Maggie will send send Jim Hafey the information for a sign and he will follow up with the city’s sign maker.

· Exterior and interior railing work is in progress and scheduled to be complete by July 5th. Doug has informed Jim that the posts for the exterior railings can be plain 1” x 1” square stock.
· Window Box for ADA passage way window – Steve Pardee will take some of the old trim and create a window box which will house a plastic insert/liner.
