Minutes
Present: Patti Page, Ralph Pino, and Mark Lacey. Also present Jim Bordinaro,  George Schlicte, Ed Boynton, Kris Young and Dirt Murray.
Meeting was opened at 6PM

Item #1 George Schlicte Mooring. George’s mooring is up for review and renewal as per conditions set at WWB meeting of May 20, 2014.  George was unable to produce any  paper work to prove that he is running a viable bait business from his mooring other than Mass Dealer Primary Buyer Reports. George stated that he did not pay or file taxes last year. Ralph Pino made a motion to recommend to the full board to renew  a mooring permit for George Schlicte dba as Dead or Alive Bait. Second by Mark Lacey. The motion was unanimously rejected.
Irem # 2 Ed Boynton Mooring. Ed’s mooring is up for review and renewal as per conditions set last years WWB of June 3. Ed stated that he had mechanical problems last year which prevented him from using the boat for a long period.  The mechanical problems have been resolved and he is hoping for a better season this year. Ed was asked to keep a more comprehensive log and increase the number of trips. Mark Lacey made a motion to recommend to the board to renew Ed’s mooring for a year with the stipulation that Ed keep better records and increase usage of the boat while maintaining the 25% -75% requirements. Second by Patti Page. Patti and Mark voted in favor, Ralph voted against. Motion was passed.

Item # 3 Chris Young Mooring.  Kris Young came before Public Facilities on May 27 , 2014. He agreed at that meeting to have a plan and a schedule for construction of a new houseboat for the July, 2014 PF meeting. He produced a very rough plan and no schedule for this meeting, 05/27/15. Kris was asked to bring a more specific plan and schedule to the full board meeting of June 2, 2015.  Ralph Pino made a motion to recommend to the board to renew the mooring on the condition that the house boat must have the first floor completed by Oct. 15, 2015. Second by Patti Page. Ralph and Patti voted in favor, Mark voted against. Motion was passed.

Item #4 St Peter’s Public Dock. In response to refuse left on the St Peter’s public dock during Fiesta, Ralph made a motion to recommend that a draft letter be produced by the Chair of Public Facilities to be sent to Joe Novello of the St Peters Fiesta requesting that the Fiesta committee supply a trash barrel and maintenance  for the public dock during the Fiesta. Second by Patti Page. All in favor motion was passed.
Item #5 Browns Landing. It was agreed that Jim Caulkett should arrange to have the damaged planters at Browns Landing removed.
