The Commission is in receipt of a letter (attached) from State Rep. Ann-Margaret Ferrante to City Treasurer Jeff Towne regarding the possibility of ARRA Recovery Zone Economic Development Bobds (RZEDB) being applicable for this project. 

The Community Preservation Commission is seeking a meeting with Jeff Towne to determine what options are available for funding this project, should the Committee determine that the project should be approved.

Non-contiguous NHL District Update

Mary received a notice from Cardinal O’Malley’s office that he takes no position regarding historical preservation matters. 

Maintenance Issues

Steve Pardee sent a list to Mark Cole re the various maintenance issues, including the plastic sheet blowing in the wind, the auditorium window, railing, disconnected downspouts, prisoner workforce.
During the phone call with David Campbell regarding the bell/clock project we learned that he is waiting for delivery of chains for the auditorium window; and that the rusting of the interior steel will be taken care of.

Interior Sheathing of the tower walls.

While there are sufficient funds to enclose the tower walls it was decided that Mark Cole’s advice is needed to address fire alarm issues that might require the walls to be opened.

By way of pro-active circulation Suzanne suggested that we contact Joanne Souza to ascertain if this would be possible at the Mayor’s Reception during Schooner Festival. The possibility of CHTC sharing a table during Sidewalk Bazaar Days was also discussed, as well as printing a one-sided flier for the Cape Ann Beacon. Suzanne will see what is possible for publicity on CATV.

We are writing in response to an article we read relative to the renovations of Gloucester City Hall.

Our understanding is that the City Hall Restoration Committee is requesting $3.6 million to finance the exterior
renovations of City Hall. As we were reading this article (Gloucester Daily Times, $3.6 for City Hall tops CPA request list),
we were reminded of the meeting that we had here at the State House on the possibility of ARRA Recovery Zone
Economic Development Bonds (RZEDB), being applicable for this project.

More specifically, our thought is whether the City Hall Restoration Committee, Community Preservation Act Committee
and City of Gloucester might be able to work collaboratively to bond the money needed to preserve City Hall with the

benefit of the RZEDB to bond at the subsidized interest rate, with a commitment to pay back the bonding with
community preservation funding.

The fast notice that we had received shows that over $34,000,000 is still available for Essex County applicants.
